They argue that a police chief
who Js dependent upon the voters'
whims must necessarily avold of-
fending any possible supporiers —
a situation which Is likely to re-
sult in a “do-nothing” policy not
in the best interests of the com-
munity as a whole.

This stand i< supported by J. D.
Holstrom, Berkeley police chief
and an official in the International
Polic Chiefs' Assoclation, and by
the International City Managers’
Association

Holstrom points out that in all
of California, less than six small
cities =lect a police chief. He adds:

"I Lelieve it reasonable to as-
sume that il there was real merit
in the method, far more cities
would have adopted it.”
