The first annual Fair
wasn't much more than a
tent show containing agri.
cultural products. Outside
the “little top"” visitors saw
horse races and a livestock
parade.

Today, those 1941 visi-
tors will sce n gigantlc
exposition — In keeping
with the County’s fan.
tastic growth as an in-
dustrinl and commercinl
dynamo,

year’s fair theme will be
“Space—the New Frontler.”
